A Separate God is a fictional account of her childhood and marriage, but is based on factual events. The novel reveals that all is not well within Amish communities; the outer appearance of a peaceful, hard working society belies that very real dysfunction in some Amish families. Streiker-Schmidt found within her Amish husband’s family household a saga of physical abuse, incest and frightening repression.

While Streiker-Schmidt condemns the unhealthy environment she found herself in, she also has much love for the community of her youth. Her novel has received much attention and praise from those within the Amish community as well as those from the outside, including former members of the faith.
